MUSEUM RECEIVES MAJOR ADDITION  
TO NATIVE AMERICAN COLLECTIONS
A multi-generational family collection of approximately 100  
American Indian items from the Columbia River Gorge area was 
recently donated to Maryhill. The gift includes about 45 Columbia 
River baskets (berry baskets, sally bags and cornhusk bags), 16 
beaded bags, a number of non-Plateau baskets, and miscellaneous 
other Plateau items.

The collection was begun by John G. Wyers (1870–1960) of White 
Salmon, Washington, who managed the Columbia Fruit Union, a 
hardware and general merchandise co-op serving Mid-Columbia 
growers; after purchasing the business in the early 1930s, he changed 
its name to the Wyers Trading Company. During that time, he began 
to purchase basketry—particularly Klikitat-made items—and was 
known to be a fair dealer, purchasing baskets outright or making 
loans on them if the weavers desired. He also encouraged many  
Mid-Columbia River-area weavers to keep their traditional arts alive.

After Wyers’ death in 1960, the collection transferred to his only 
child, Teunis J. Wyers, Sr., and in the 1970s it passed to Wyers’ wife, 
Lucile Annette Wyers, who continued adding to it. Teunis and Lucile’s 
children, Jan Wyers, Teunis J. Wyers, Jr. and Karen Wyers Robertson, 
inherited the collection in 2014. Recognizing the significant cultural 
heritage represented by the objects, Teunis and Jan acquired their 
sister’s share and chose to donate the collection to Maryhill in  
its entirety.

All of the baskets in the collection were made before 1940, and 
during the 1980s, Lucile Wyers began working with Klikitat basket-
makers Elsie Thomas and Nettie Jackson to identify individual makers. 
As a result of their efforts, the makers of nearly three-quarters of the 
baskets are now known; most of them were members of the Hunt, 
Cayuse and Thomas families from the Husum, Washington area. 

“We are grateful to Teunis and Jan for their extreme generosity 
and for choosing Maryhill as the repository for this collection,” says 
Maryhill’s curator of art Steve Grafe. “Many of the objects will go on 
view in the museum’s Native American Gallery beginning in March 
2016; we look forward to sharing this important collection of local 
Indian material with our public.”
